In the Mirror of Time - Serbian Civil Society at the Turn of
the Centuries Through the Collection of Dr. Jovan Milekié

The Collection of Dr. Jovan Mileki¢,
Collector and Founder of the Museum of
Backa in Subotica

1978) hails, through his father, Arsen, from a

prominent noble proprietor and merchant fam-
ily Mileki¢, from Sremski Karlovci, and through his
mother, Vera, from the landed family of Manojlovi¢,
which gave Subotica prominent lawyers, artists and
public officials. Although he wanted to dedicate his
life to historical science and collector’s work, influ-
enced by his family, he enrolled into the Faculty of
Law and graduated in 1924, and, after completing
postgraduate studies, he was promoted to the title of
Doctor of Political Sciences at the Szeged Faculty
of Law. He gained employment as administrative
director of the Commercial Bank in Subotica and
began to passionately engage in collecting, acquir-
ing an unprecedented collection of Serbian phila-
telic stamps from the Subotica philatelist Marcel
Kop, which he constantly expanded, and, thus, it
was once considered to be the largest collection of
Serbian stamps in the world.

The famous collector from Senta, Jovan Vujic,
was a decisive influence on Jovan Mileki¢ to begin
to seriously and systematically engage in collect-
ing, advising him to opt for the history and art of the
present-day territory of Vojvodina, as areas for his
collector’s opus. Therefore, in 1926, Jovan Mileki¢
decided to sell his collection of Serbian stamps,
and use this money to found the Museum of Backa,
housed in the palace Manojlovi¢ on the Subotica
promenade. The name of the museum itself indi-
cates that Mileki¢ opted for the territory of Backa as
an immediate area of his collector’s interest, since
he considered the entire territory of Vojvodina an
area too large for a comprehensive and systematic
work of an individual. The opening of the Museum
of Backa can be seen as the beginning of modern
museum and gallery activity, not only in Subotica,
but in the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes,
as well. Within the Museum, Mileki¢, with the help
of several associates, formed a number of museum
departments, namely: archeology and numismat-
ics; the library; the gallery; ethnography; crafts
and trade; zoology and philately. Jovan Milekié¢
devoted particular attention to the collection of the
works of old, as well as contemporary painters of
Backa, and not only the renowned ones, but those
artists whose talent could only be glimpsed at the
time. Thus, he came into possession of a significant
number of works from the naive painters of Backa,
many of which were recognised only after the Sec-
ond World War. Mileki¢’s museum collection was
determined regionally, not nationally, and in this it
was unique in the interwar period, in the former Yu-

goslavia. Jovan Mileki¢ was not only a collector but
an archivist, also, because he collected, preserved,
organised, and processed documents from the lives
of prominent individuals and respected artists- their
photographs, letters, personal documents, newspa-
per clippings, as well as his correspondence with
their descendants. Due to his enormous effort and
work, the museum material increased in volume, so



that in 1932, in Subotica, Mileki¢ organised a major
exhibition of the artists of Backa from its holdings,
which had wide publicity throughout the country.
Since the Commercial Bank, where he was di-
rector, went bankrupt in 1935, Mileki¢ sold part of
his real estate and moved the Museum to his family
summer house in Pali¢. He built a separate build-
ing for housing the collections of the Museum of
Backa in the park of his summer house, and opened
it to visitors. At the beginning of the Second World
War, the Hungarian occupying authorities sealed the
Museum, after taking over the government in Sub-
otica, and Jovan Mileki¢ moved to Belgrade due to
continued threats, where he worked as a librarian at
the Military Museum and School of Applied Arts.
After the war he returned to Subotica, where, ac-
cording to his account, he found the Museum to be:
entirely demolished by the mob of drunken mem-
bers of the Red Army, and almost all the material in
my museum had been trashed, smashed and burnt
by them. Although he was already ill and disap-
pointed, Mileki¢ attempted to rescue and organise
the remaining museum and archive material after
the looting and destruction, as to save his years of
work from complete oblivion. Therefore, he ac-
cepted the initiative from the National Committee
of the City of Subotica regarding the transfer of mu-
seum collections for use, on the condition that the
museum building be restored and himself employed
as trustee. Organising the remaining collection of
artists’ works, Jovan Mileki¢ opened the Gallery
of Backa to the public, on 2 May 1949. With great
effort, and almost singlehandedly, until 1950, he
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managed to conduct an inventory, and profession-
ally process and organise all the remaining material.
Due to the fear of nationalisation, the issue of the
further survival of the Gallery in private ownership
was at stake. To still protect his life’s work, Mileki¢
had packed the paintings, museum pieces, and the
archives, and the Gallery of Backa ceased its activ-
ity in 1950. Gallery of Matica Srpska and the City
Museum of Subotica acquired the paintings and the
archives, and the heirs of Dr. Jovan Mileki¢, after
his death in 1978, donated the remainder of the of
the archives to the Manuscript Department of Mati-
ca Srpska and the Archives of Vojvodina.

The part of the archival legacy donated to the
Archives of Vojvodina, contains documentary ma-
terial that Dr. Jovan Mileki¢ collected for a book he
planned to write about famous citizens of the Backa
region, and from that material the Collection of Dr.
Jovan Mileki¢, 1841-1963 (F. 444) was formed in
the Archives of Vojvodina.

The archival material of this collection con-
sists of: letters, business documents, certificates
and medals, manuscripts, sheets of music, leaflets,
posters, invitations (for exhibitions, concerts, so-
cial events, gala dinners, weddings), cards (holiday
cards, from travel home and abroad), postcards,
family and personal photographs, photographs
from various celebrations, funerals, photographs
of works of art etc. The documents contain data
from the life and activities of prominent Serbian
individuals of various occupations, from the sec-
ond half of the 19th century and the first half of
the 20th century: landowners, artisans, merchants,



industrialists, political and public figures, teachers,
professors, lawyers, doctors, engineers, printers,
bankers, architects, surveyors, military officers,
clergy, writers, painters, sculptors, applied artists,
composers, actors, collectors, benefactors, and
other individuals important not only to regional,
but national history, as well. Mileki¢ corresponded
or socialised with the descendants, relatives, and
friends of these individuals, for years, and thus
came upon valuable archival material. The devel-
opment of the socioeconomic and cultural life of
Serbs can be traced through the materials of the
Collection. A large number of charters and diplo-
mas from the Collection are significant, regarding
historiography, and some represent a rarity (the
certificate of the Knights of Malta). Many docu-
ments stand out with their extremely interesting art
and graphics solutions. Also, many of them contain
the signatures of Prince Mihailo, King Milan and
King Aleksandar Obrenovi¢, and Petar and Alek-
sandar Karadordevic.

The Development of Civil Society on the
Present-day Territory of Vojvodina

he historical framework for creating cities

I on the present-day territory of Vojvodina

began in the 18th century, after the expul-

sion of the Turks in 1699, and the stepping of the

Austrian Empire onto the historical stage. Soon
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after, two administrative-territorial political enti-
ties had been formed on the present-day territory
of Vojvodina: the military one and the civilian one,
which would influence the future direction of the
development of cities. Within this organisational di-
vision, there were three types of privileged places:
free royal cities (Novi Sad 1748, Sombor 1749, and
Subotica 1779), free border communities on the ter-
ritory of the Military Frontier (Zemun, Karlovci,
Bukovac, Mitrovica, Bela Crkva, Pancevo...) and
the free towns. Residents of these settlements were
given various privileges, which strengthened the
city economy, accelerated the development of craft,
trade, and, later on, manufacturing production, as
well. Economic development was made possible by
the construction of the Begej Canal (1726-1733)
and the Grand Backa Canal (1795-1802), by regu-
lating the flow of rivers and the draining and fill-
ing of wetlands, thus achieving a faster turnover of
goods and people, accomplishing a better connec-
tion of particular parts of the present-day territory
of Vojvodina. A planned migration of Germans,
Hungarians, Romanians, Slovaks, and other nation-
alities had been undertaken during the 18th century,
creating a specific variety of people on the present-
day territory of Vojvodina. With the colonisation of
Germans, artisans, not only did craftsmanship im-
prove, but agricultural techniques, as well, and tech-
niques for building cities, villages, towns, houses,
and farm buildings. This was a period of continued
prosperity of cities, based on population increase,
which had less the characteristics of natural migra-
tory currents, and more of the characteristics of col-



onisation. All cities were rapidly growing in size. In
1805, Novi Sad already had 13,000 inhabitants, and
in 1817, as documented by Vuk Karadzi¢ “was the
greatest Serb social community in the world.” The
natural consequence of the increase in population
was also the territorial expansion of cities. There-
fore, as early as 1851, Sombor had 22, 556 inhab-
itants, more than Belgrade, Zagreb, and Novi Sad
had at the time.

Although the peasants formed the largest so-
cial category of population on the present-day ter-
ritory of Vojvodina, the beginnings of the creation
of the middle classes belong to this period, as well.
In the 18th and the first half of the 19th century, the
status of citizen could be acquired by anyone who
had a house and engaged in some useful work, such
as trade or craft. Citizenry within the Serb commu-
nity consisted of merchants, artisans, individuals
from liberal professions, the so-called freelancers,
as well as professors, teachers, doctors, lawyers,
artists, urban clergy, and other prominent citizens.
The population of the city also consisted of farmers,
gardeners, and servants. During the 18th and early
19th century, the middle class had been formed,
one that was nationally conscious, and, along with
the clergy and nobility, involved in the activities of
autonomous religious, educational, and cultural in-
stitutions, donating, at the same time, considerable
financial resources.

The revolution of 1848 was of pivotal impor-
tance for the further development of civil society
on the present-day territory of Vojvodina, as the
abolition of feudal relations occurred, as well as the
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struggle for economic and political liberalism, and,
simultaneously, the struggle for national rights of
the Serbian people in the Austrian Empire. It was
the period of the beginning of the process of build-
ing a society based on a capitalist economy. In the
mid-19th century, crafts, commerce, early industry,
and transportation had developed, intensively, which
was the basis for further material development of
cities. Of special significance was the construction
of transport links, particularly the railways, which
brought the cities outside of their local boundaries.
Industry began to develop quite late on the present-
day territory of Vojvodina, in the second half of the
19th century. Given its agricultural background,
industry had been based on processing agricultural
products. The mill and brick industries were the
leading ones. At the same time, these were the only
branches of industry that had developed through
domestic capital investment. Only in the late 19th
and early 20th century did the so-called big industry
begin to develop, through the investments of large
Austrian, Czech, and Hungarian capital.

Economic development and increased eco-
nomic power reflected upon the rapid growth and
planned regulation of cities. The last decades of the
19th century had ended with the urbanisation of
many cities on the present-day territory of Vojvo-
dina, and their city centers. Most of the cities in this
period had a relatively modest but fully organised
urban matrix, in which space was filled by build-
ing public and administrative buildings in the inner
city limits, such as county and court palaces, rail-
way stations, military barracks, school buildings,



etc. A large number of objects of civic architecture
that emerged in this period consisted of residen-
tial objects, followed by residential-commercial
buildings, and then, at the beginning of the 20th
century, high-rise residential-commercial palaces,
with a number of housing units, rental housing, and
various commercial properties. The main stylis-
tic choices in the architecture of this period were
Academicism and Eclecticism, and, at the begin-
ning of the 20th century, the leading style was the
Hungarian Secession, which was most represented
in Subotica. Thus, gradually, the importance of
cities had been differentiated, and the network of
regional centers, in the contemporary sense of the
word, had strengthened. Until the First World War,
considering the development achieved up to that
point, Subotica, Novi Sad, Sombor, Pancevo, and
Zrenjanin (Beckerek), stood out as the main cen-
ters of this part of the Monarchy. The new stratum
of the middle classes had also invested in indus-
trial plants for the construction and manufacturing
industries- sugar and vinegar factories, breweries,
hemp fiber factories, spinning mills, silk factories,
slaughterhouses, brickyards, grain warehouses with
numerous outbuildings. Through the annexation of
the territory of present-day Vojvodina to the King-
dom of Serbia, later the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats
and Slovenes, in 1918, it grew to represent an area
of great importance in the new economically and
industrially extremely underdeveloped country, as
a whole, even though Vojvodina, itself, according
to European standards, was an underdeveloped re-
gion. With the implementation of agrarian reform,
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and the liquidation of large estates, a fragmenta-
tion of property occurred, which was given to the
colonists, agrarian and other interested parties,
who were not used to intensive farming methods.
Agricultural production, however, had given direc-
tion to the industry of Vojvodina, which had large-
ly evolved from craft shops, or the expanding of
small factories. The most represented branches of
industry in the interwar period were: food process-
ing (milling industry, sugar, alcohol production,
slaughter-processing-preservation industry, dairy
products, flour, pepper, oil, etc.); textile industry
(processing of hemp, sericulture, cotton goods pro-
duction, knitwear, hosiery, lace, silk ribbons and
hats, rope products, etc.); construction materials
industry, and others. Vojvodina’s trades and crafts,
due to rapid development, ranked amongst the most
developed industries in the newly formed state. This
period was characterised by the establishment of a
large number of commercial enterprises, especially
mixed goods and food, while foreign trade had de-
veloped, as well, dealing in import and export.
During the 18th century, due to the influence
of the Enlightenment ideas of the Empress Maria
Theresia and Emperor Joseph 11, a rapid develop-
ment of education and the school system through-
out the Empire occurred, as well as the organisa-
tion of Serbian Orthodox schools, regulated by law
(Ratio educationis 1777) that had been funded by
their church communities. At the initiative of the
Serbian Orthodox prelates of the Archbishopric of
Karlovci, and the material assistance of prominent,
wealthy, and patriotic Serbs, the Serbian Orthodox



Gymnasium of Karlovei (1791) was established,
followed by the one in Novi Sad (1810), as well,
and the first Teacher’s College — Norma (1778) in
Sombor. Metropolitan Stefan Stratimirovi¢ gave
the impetus and helped establish the Seminary in
Sremski Karlovci (1794) and the Convent School
(1797) for housing the impoverished seminarians
and gymnasium pupils. In 1790, the Grammar
School in VrSac had opened, due to the cultural and
enlightenment activity of Bishop Josif Jovanovi¢
Sakabenta, and the Dormitory (Blagodejanje) for
impoverished and talented children. By establish-
ing a network of secondary schools, although in
modest circumstances, an important hotbed for the
future Serbian elite had been established, which
would then lead the fight for national and cultural
revival of the Serbs in the Habsburg Monarchy.
Apart from the above mentioned, a number of
vocational secondary schools (civil, commercial,
craft, etc.) were established by the end of the 19th
century. In this period, the Serbian youth enrolled
in universities mostly in Vienna, Budapest, Ber-
lin, Prague, and other European university centers.
The rapid economic development during the 19th,
and the first half of the 20th century enabled the
urban development of cities, the strengthening of
the middle classes, the formation of the civic sys-
tem of values, and lifestyles, as well as a rich cul-
tural and social life of citizens on the present-day
territory of Vojvodina. The newly formed young
Serbian citizenry fought for economic, as well as
for educational and cultural emancipation of the
Serbian people.
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At the turn of the 18th to the 19th century,
there occurred a shift of the Serbian cultural center
from Vienna to Budapest, then to Novi Sad. In this
period, the first Serbian newspaper (Srpske novine)
was printed, and, on 16 February 1826, the Serbian
Cultural Society (Matica srpska) was founded in
Budapest, the oldest literary, cultural, and scientific
institution, with a mandate to work on national ho-
mogenisation, the education of Serbs, and the gath-
ering and publishing of Serbian books. In 1864,
Matica Srpska had been moved to Novi Sad, where
its enlightenment activity was widely branching out,
scholarship endowments and bequests multiplied,
literary and art competitions were announced, pub-
lishing activity was cherished. The establishment of
the first Serbian reading rooms in the 1840s greatly
contributed to the development of the national cul-
ture of Serbs in the Habsburg Monarchy. The first
Serbian reading rooms were established in Irig
(1841), Vrsac (1842), Novi Sad, Sombor, Kikinda
(1845) and their number was constantly increasing.
The reading rooms were not merely places to read
newspapers, magazines, books, nor was their social
activity limited only to tea parties, balls, and recep-
tions. Under foreign rule, the young Serbian liberal
citizenship had turned this institution into a center
of cultural life, with a mission to foster national
consciousness and work against denationalisation.
Reading rooms were founded by the most educat-
ed classes of Serbian citizens: lawyers, teachers,
priests, merchants, as well as school and university
students, and were available to all citizens. Public
libraries in the 20th century were, generally, built



on their foundations. Reading rooms initiated many
cultural and charity organisations, such as the Hu-
manitarian Society of Serbian Women (founded in
1878). Other than the reading rooms, Serbian sing-
ing societies, founded in Veliki Beckerek (1861),
Ruma (1863), Subotica (1865), Sremska Mitrovica
(1865), Velika Kikinda (1879), and other centers of
Serbian citizenry, had an important role in cultural,
educational, and national work. Singing societies,
along with church music, also performed secular
compositions of domestic and foreign authors. The
development of musical culture was reflected in or-
ganising public concerts of vocal and instrumental
music, as well, and the wealthier citizens owned a
musical instrument in their homes, usually a vio-
lin, guitar, or a piano, studied music and organised
chamber concerts in their homes. The Serbian Na-
tional Theatre, founded on 28 July 1861, at a Ses-
sion of the Serbian Reading Room in Novi Sad,
had been a significant factor in the struggle for the
revival of national consciousness and freedom, and
had its forerunners in the long theatrical tradition,
from student amateur performances to private the-
atre groups. The task of the Theatre was to spread
the Serbian spoken word and history, through the
dramatic arts and acting, to raise the cultural level
of the Serbs, and thus resist the process of dena-
tionalisation. It was housed in a building in the
courtyard of the Hotel Empress Elizabeth (Carica
Jelisaveta), which was ceded by the landowner La-
zar Dunderski to the Serbian National Theatre, in
1895. The building of Theatre Dunderski was de-
stroyed in the fire of 1928.
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The development of social life also influenced
the emergence of many associations and societies
such as national, class, and professional ones, as
well as the ones for the cultivation of arts, entertain-
ment, socialising, and the humanitarian and sports
societies. They were established with the permis-
sion of the authorities, and were operating accord-
ing to officially approved rules.

The civic lifestyle was also reflected in the de-
sign of living spaces. The first distinctly bourgeois
style, typical of the civic lifestyle on the present-day
territory of Vojvodina, was the Biedermeier, which
lasted throughout the period from 1815 until 1848.
It featured practicality, simplicity, and luxury, as
well as an emphasised comfort (especially in seat-
ing furniture), and an increased functionality. The
second half of the 19th century was a period of his-
torical styles, that is, the earlier styles in furniture-
making had begun to be copied (Second Rococo,
Louis XV, Louis XVI, Empire, Alt Deutsch), due to
the citizens’ pursuit of exhibiting wealth through the
construction and equipping of luxurious residential
buildings, villas, and castles.

The development of civil society on the ter-
ritory of present-day Vojvodina was followed by
changes in the style of dress of the Serbian middle
class. During the 18th century, some elements of
folk costume were gradually left behind, or parts
of it were combined with parts of the modern Eu-
ropean costume, thus, in the 19th century, the Eu-
ropean middle class way of dressing was fully ac-
cepted, dictated from Paris and Vienna, as centers
of fashion.



With the economic and cultural strengthening
of the Serbian middle class on the present-day terri-
tory of Vojvodina, different forms of social life and
entertainment had evolved, which meant moving
away from the traditional, patriarchal forms. West-
ern influences in manners, socialising, and recreation
increasingly had been affirmed in the civic circles.
Balls, orations, popular lectures on topics from poli-
tics, philosophy, literature, natural and other sci-
ences, public concerts, amateur performances, house
parties, with family and close friends, a favorite in
Vienna and Budapest, quickly won over our citizen-
ry, as well. Balls were organised by various social
classes, associations, and societies, and they were
an opportunity for play, fun, social contacts, meet-
ing future spouses, and a way to highlight economic
and social prestige with the opulence of dress. The
custom was that the young girls first appeared at
a ball or a party after eighteen years of age. Ball
gowns were usually made of silk and velvet, they
were designed according to the latest fashions from
Viennese magazines. For men, it was obligatory to
appear at a ball in a black suit (tuxedo, blazer, or
jacket). Balls were held according to protocol, with
modern dances: waltz, quadrille, minuet, polka, and
later on, the compositions by local authors, as well.
Balls and parties influenced social manners, the de-
velopment of a refined tone of behavior, and fashion
trends. Other than the balls, an important point was
the promenade, at which everyone sought to appear
as modern and well dressed as possible. Orations
began to be organised in the 1860s. In the begin-
ning, they were amateur music concerts and recitals
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in favor of the Serbian National Theatre, various so-
cieties, or were of a humanitarian nature, organised
by the most educated classes of citizens, with the
support of prominent public and political figures.
Orations generally had a dancing party after the of-
ficial programme. House parties, with discussions,
music, readings of interesting new books, chess,
etc., were mostly held by the wealthier citizens, and
intellectuals. Famous parties of this type were held
in the house of Jovan Hadzi¢ in Novi Sad. Despite
the acceptance of European trends, the civil popula-
tion had retained many customs, mainly associated
with religious rituals, from church holidays, the
birth of a child, to funeral customs.

Serbian Civil Society at the Turn of the Centuries
Through the Archival Materials of the Collection
of Dr. Jovan Mileki¢

ollecting information for a book about fa-

mous citizens of the Backa region, Dr. Jo-

van Mileki¢ exhibited a wide breadth of
knowledge regarding the historical development
of the Serbian people in the Habsburg and Austro-
Hungarian Monarchy, its famous political, cultural,
economic, religious, and other representatives, as
well as those sons and daughters of Backa, who had
made very successful careers for themselves in the
Kingdom of Serbia, and later on, in the Kingdom
of Serbs, Croats and Slovenes, and the Kingdom of



Yugoslavia. Providing the requested information
for the book, many famous figures, or their heirs,
sent Dr. Jovan Mileki¢ documents related to family
life, along with business documents, thus expand-
ing the circle of biographical material beyond the
solely career-related entries. This way, the Collec-
tion of Dr. Jovan Mileki¢, preserved in the Archives
of Vojvodina, gained in thematic scope and thus
provides an insight into the life of Serbian citizenry
on the present-day territory of Vojvodina, in the sec-
ond half of the 19th and the first half of the 20th
century. Recognising the importance of archival
materials from the Collection of Dr. Jovan Milekic¢,
regarding the historical significance of the content,
and the scientific-artistic value of these documents,
we realised that the material reaches beyond the ini-
tial idea of being merely material for a book about
famous citizens of the Backa region. By collecting
and processing, as well as the individual study of
documents through the perspective of their his-
torical importance, an idea emerged regarding the
realisation of an exhibition that would follow the
development of Serbian civil society on the present-
day territory of Vojvodina, in the crucial years of its
activities and its fortification, displaying the work
of prominent figures who were involved in shaping
the historical, political, economic, and cultural area
of the present-day territory of Vojvodina, formerly
the Kingdom of Serbia, Kingdom of Serbs, Croats
and Slovenes, and the Kingdom of Yugoslavia.
Considering that Dr. Jovan Mileki¢ lived
and worked in Subotica, the richest biographical
entries refer to a prominent Subotica family of
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Manojlovi¢, with whom he was related, and whose
representatives had been landowners, lawyers, and
public officials, throughout several generations.
The wealth of the Collection’s holdings is, in vol-
ume and visual expression, reflected in the docu-
ments related to the works of Porde Jovanovic,
a sculptor and academician, Teodosije Mraovi¢,
Archbishop of Belgrade and Serbian Metropolitan,
Jovan Petrovi¢, general and Defense Minister of
the Kingdom of Serbia, Milenko Paunovi¢, com-
poser, Jelena Paunovié, pianist, as well as numer-
ous other famous individuals. Due to the specific-
ity of the archival material of this collection, all ar-
eas that exhibit the development of civil society on
the present-day territory of Vojvodina could not be
equally processed. The least amount of data related
to political life and the economic development of
Serbs in the Habsburg and Austro-Hungarian Mon-
archy, while the largest amount of data related to
culture and art, personal life, associations and so-
cieties, as well as fashion at the turn of centuries.
Part of the presented documents are related to the
Kingdom of Serbia, and the history that was cre-
ated by, amongst others, Serbs originating from the
present-day territory of Vojvodina.

The exhibition presents 348 documents on
52 panels, and their list in the catalogue was made
within the thematic groups in which they were
exhibited. For better visibility, the documents
are divided into eleven thematic sections: Dr.
Jovan Mileki¢ (1899-1978), the founder of the
Museum of Backa, in Subotica; Political Cir-

The first thematic unit, Dr. Jovan Mileki¢
(1899-1978), founder of the Museum of Backa,
in Subotica, presents preserved documents on the
personal life of Dr. Jovan Mileki¢, his collector’s
activities, and the establishment of the Museum of
Backa, in Subotica.

The second thematic unit, Political Cir-cum-
stances and Military Affairs, presents a cross-sec-
tion of the political situation of the Serbian people
in the Habsburg Monarchy, from the foundation of
the Serbian Duchy (Vojvodstvo Srbije) and Tami$
Banat (1850), through the activities of the Serbian
National Freethinkers Party of Dr. Svetozar Mileti¢
and its political successors, to the annexation of the
present-day territory of Vojvodina to the Kingdom
of Serbia, that is, the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and
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Slovenes (1918) and life in the Kingdom of Yugo-
slavia (1929-1941). Based on archival documents
of the Collection of Dr. Jovan Mileki¢, military af-
fairs were processed through three state entities:
Austria-Hungary, the Kingdom of Serbia, and the
Kingdom of Yugoslavia. In the military field, im-
portant documents (charters and diplomas) are dis-

played, not just as historical sources, rather as fine
art and graphic artworks, as well, which are still
interesting and beautiful. This applies, primarily,
to the career of Jovan Petrovi¢, general, Chief of
Staff of the Supreme Command of the Kingdom of
Serbia (1894—-1895) and Defense Minister during
the reign of King Milan Obrenovi¢, born in Som-
bor, in 1843. Amongst the many documents, a part
of the diary of Jovan Petrovi¢ stands out, in par-
ticular, regarding two audiences with King Milan
Obrenovi¢, during 1888, in which the causes of the
failure of the Serbian army in the war against Bul-
garia were discussed, as well as disrupted personal
relations between King Milan and Queen Natalija.
Also, the whole transcript of the Commands for
the Entire Serbian Army by Milivoje Petrovic¢
Blaznavac, Defense Minister of the Principality
of Serbia, from 1868, contributes to the relevance
of this unit, due to the murder of Prince Mihailo
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Obrenovi¢ and the proclamation of the new ruler,
Milan IV Obrenovié.

The third thematic unit, Economic Life, en-
gages in the development of the economy of the
present-day territory of Vojvodina. At the beginning
of the 19th century, the development of the cities
was associated with agricultural production, which
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was understandable, considering that they belonged
to decidedly agricultural regions. In mid-19th centu-
ry, there was an intensive development of transpor-
tation, trade, commerce, and early industry, which
constituted a base for further material development
of cities. The exhibition, therefore, presents docu-
ments accompanying the development of crafts,
trade, cooperatives, industry, construction, banking,
agriculture, and other trade shows and fairs.

The fourth thematic unit, Property and Legal
Relations, presents documents from which we gain
insight into legal issues, from the writing of wills,
usufruct agreements, sales contracts, loan agree-
ments, to tax booklets and bonds. A separate panel
within this thematic unit presents the legal prac-
tice and jurisprudence of prominent lawyers from
Vojvodina.

The fifth thematic unit, Education, deals in the
history of the development of primary, secondary,
and higher education on the present-day territory of
Vojvodina, and the status of teachers. The particu-
larity of this section are the documents related to the
work of the prominent Serbian Teacher’s College
in Sombor, as well as the plight of teachers due to
unregulated emoluments.

The sixth thematic unit, Associations and So-
cieties, includes selected documents related to the
establishment and operation of cultural and social
associations and societies that were bearers of na-
tional, cultural, and educational life of the Serbian
people in most cities in present-day Vojvodina. The
exhibition covers economic, cultural, sports, hu-

manitarian, and hunting associations and societies,
as well as membership in foreign associations and
societies (Knights of Malta). Of a broad scope, al-
though in a small space, the selected archival mate-
rial serves as evidence of the work of the Serbian
reading rooms and singing societies, the Society for
the Serbian National Theatre, Humanitarian Society
of Serbian Women, Circle of Serbian Sisters, Sokol
organisations, hunting associations, up to the fash-
ionable automobile club from the 1930s.

The seventh thematic unit, Religious Life, en-
gages in the depiction of religious life, mainly on the
territory of the Diocese of Backa, the work and the
meetings of diocesan authorities, its priests, from
Avram Maksimovi¢ (1772-1845), priest, religious
teacher, and writer of the first book on beekeeping
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in the Serbian language, and Nenad Baracki, priest,
writer, and melographer of Serbian church singing.
The specificity of this thematic unit are the docu-
ments connected to the work of Teodosije Mraovic,
born in Baja, and ordained, in 1883, as the Arch-
bishop of Belgrade and Serbian Metropolitan. The
Metropolitan had also established a fund for the
cultivation of Serbian church and sacred music,
which was managed by the Belgrade Singing Soci-
ety Kornelije Stankovi¢, thus making him the first
great benefactor of church music of the Christian
Orthodox Serbs.

In the eighth thematic unit, National Be-
nefactors, a brief presentation of documents from
the archives of the Collection is presented, which
speak of the special, sometimes neglected category
of citizens, that, with their endowments and be-

The ninth thematic unit, Culture and Arts,
through the selected archival materials, presents a
cross-section of the most interesting developments
in the field of culture, overall, the theatrical and
musical art, painting and sculpture. Particularly in-
teresting are the documents relating to the work of
Matica Srpska, the founding and the activities of the

Serbian National Theatre in Novi Sad, and the pro-
fessional careers of prominent actors- Mara (Emili-
ja) Bordevi¢ Grgurova and Stojan Novakovi¢. Mu-
sical art is presented with original music sheets of
Evgenije Stojanovi¢, Aleksandar Gavanski, Milen-
ko Paunovi¢, as well as through the correspondence
with Stevan and Milica Mokranja¢. Documents
related to the work of painters Sava Ipi¢, Mihajlo
Dejanovi¢, and sculptors Porde Jovanovi¢ and
borde Beslin, testify to the development of paint-
ing and sculpture.

half of the 19th and the first half of the 20th century,
that, in a visually interesting way, sometimes quite
personally, revive the spirit of the age. In this unit,
the development of citizenry and civil society on
the present-day territory of Vojvodina could be fol-
lowed, perhaps, in the most complete manner, as the
presented documents provide an insight into house
plans, revenues and expenditures of a household,
family menus, contracts with the service, the man-
ner of address at the end of the 19th and early 20th
century, and the way people socialised and had fun
(balls, tea parties, orations with dances, banquets,
theatrical performances, holiday celebrations, tour-
ist trips to the country and abroad), to fashion trends
related to the manner of dress, children’s clothes
and toys, announcements of engagements and mar-
riages, and the funeral rituals and customs.

The eleventh thematic unit, Fashion, follows
the development of the civil costume on the present-



day territory of Vojvodina, due to the breakthrough
of European influence on the dress code, as well,
which led to the abandonment of the traditional
elements of the folk costume, and an acceptance
of the European manner of dress. The numerous
photographs in the exhibition, covering the period
from the mid-19th to the early decades of the 20th
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century, testify to the relatively rapid adoption of
European fashion by Serbian citizens in the region.
The bourgeois dress code is illustrated, along with
photographs, by various newspaper advertisements,
which testify to fashion trends, as well as the pres-
tigious merchant shops with clothing goods, per-
fumes, and cosmetics.
